  Completed Medical Form for all campers

 Sleeping Bag 

 Extra Blanket (nights are cold) 

 Pillow 

 Air mattress or foam pad (not a pool toy) 

 Flashlight with extra batteries and bulb 

 Drinking cup 

 Pocket knife (Boys must have a "Whittling 

Chip" card to use a knife at camp. This card can be 

earned at camp, so the knife must not be used until 

it is earned. Blades are to be no longer than four 

inches and must fold. No sheath knives are 

permitted.) 

 Water bottle – at least 1 quart and durable 

 Day pack or ‘fanny’ pack 

 Warm jacket or sweatshirt 

 Waterproof rain gear 

 2 pairs of jeans 

 Shorts – days are sometimes hot 

 Extra t-shirts (although most wear their camp t-

shirt most of the weekend) 

 Long-sleeved shirt (preferably flannel) 

 3 pairs of sox 

 3 pairs of underwear 

 Sleep clothes – sweatshirt & pants 

 Comfortable walking shoes – no open toed! 

 Swim suit 

 2 towels (one for swim, one for shower) 

 Washcloth 

 Spending money for Trading Post 

 Toothbrush and toothpaste 

 Soap 

 Shampoo 

 Comb/brush 

 Sunscreen (SPF 15 or higher) 

 Insect repellent wipes 

 Watch (especially adults) 

 Camera and film (disposable works well) 

 Cub Scout handbook for their level next 

year.  Many requirements will be covered that 

they can get signed off. 

 Optional – shower shoes which can only be 

worn in the shower and at the waterfront.
